








The City of Prescott had a joint workshop with Oak Grove Township. As part of that workshop a discussion
was had regarding the Zone 4 area of the Coulee River Trail system called Pine Coulee. A concept plan was
put together for the area (see attached) with Landmark Conservancy putting together an application for a
Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Program application for acquisition of the area. Landmark Conservancy
would like a non-binding resolution of support from the City as part of their application.

City Administrator Wolf presented information regarding the Coulee River Trails phases. City Administrator
Wolf asked for a design of the trail leading into Magee Park and general scope of work of the project.

City Administrator Wolf presented the option of gathering ideas for recreational activities to put in the Great
Rivers portion of the CRT phase. Mayor Daugherty expressed reaching out to the neighboring township of Oak
Grove for feedback as well. City Administrator Wolf ended on a decision to work with Cedar Corp to develop a
scope of work for the Great Rivers Park Concept.

City Administrator Wolf presented information on the Resolution of Support Pine Coulee. Mayor Daugherty
expressed the exploration of the annexation of a split parcel owned by Oak Grove and Prescott. It was decided
that the resolution was sufficient as it stands.

Mayor Rob Daugherty motioned to move the item to Council. Ruona seconded; motion passed without a
negative voice (2-0).

B. Other Business

Committee Member Ruona expressed interest and need of goats for clearing brush on the bluffs of the
cemetery area. Israel Haas explained various costs and rates of goats.

Seth Hudson presented information regarding the Riverfront Project. Cedar Corp is moving forward
with the contractual process and timeline of the project in communication with businesses/residences
affected by the project. Seth Hudson of Cedar Corp also presented information regarding the boat launch
project. The Endangered Resources Review is underway by the DNR. Hudson expressed the idea of
waiting for the permit by the DNR before reaching out for bids on the boat launch. Hudson provided
handouts of Magee Wilderness Park regarding new CSM. The new plan raises the size of the park from
13 acres to 21.17 acres and Committee Member Ruona expressed eliminating a dog park from the
recreational recommendations. Hudson offered a brief reminder of the TAP grant and the trail network
over Washington Street.

Subject:  Impact Fees Feasibility Analysis — Ehlers

Background

The City of Prescott in 2019 enacted a moratorium on impact fees on residential properties to
help develop new growth. The Council voted (6-to-0) at the August 23, 2021, meeting to
approve the collection of impact fees related to residential development that were previously
on moratorium and also approved staff to work to develop a proposal and cost estimate to
update the City’s Public Facilities Needs Assessment (Assessment Study) related to impact
fees.

Currently the total impact fees on a single-family residential home are $2,190 per unit. These
are broken down in the table below. The uses for each fee in the table are based on the 2002
Public Facilities Needs Assessment completed by Cedar Corporation and revised in 2003.

Impact Fees Amount Code Use (Per 2002 Public Facilities Needs Assessment)

$500 352-10 Water Main Looping, Oversizing and New Water
Public Water Impact Fee - Tower

$700 352-13 Costs for All Public Buildings (Police, Fire, City Hall,
Public Buildings Impact Fee — Public Works, etc.)

$700 359-12 Parks Improvements Related to the Comprehensive
Public Parks Impact Fee — MasterPlan

$290 352.11 Streetimprovements Related to Pearl St., Canton
Public Streets Impact Fee — St., and Hollister Ave.
Total Impact Fees $2,190

Discussion

As the City of Prescott grows there are many items that will need to be addressed such as the
water system, street improvements, park and recreational facilities, and public buildings.
Wisconsin State Statute 66.0617 allows local governments to create ordinances to impose
impact fees upon developers of land. These fees collected help pay for capital costs
necessary because of land development. With the Assessment Study being 20 years old and
the new development that is occurring throughout the City of Prescott it is recommended that
the City look at updating the Assessment Study. Possibly looking at opportunities to include
costs related to public parking lot improvements downtown, sewer treatment improvements
related to water treatment and other areas that may need to be addressed.

The City also has put in a goal of creating a comprehensive Capital Improvement Plan (CIP)
that would cover all capital investments over $10,000 over the next 7 years. To accomplish
that goal, staff needs to begin planning potential items to be included in the CIP. This can be
done at the same time as updating the impact fees as that process is going to look 20 years
out at major capital expenditures in public buildings, parks, streets and water.

To update the fees the City is proposing working with its City Engineer, Cedar Corporation and
Financial Advisor, Ehlers. Ehlers has put together a proposal (see attached Ehlers Proposal)
for phase 1 of the work at $5,500 which would include all the work as laid out in Appendix B of
their proposal. Depending on the number of projects identified from this first phase, Ehlers will
put together a second phase that creates a new Public Facilities Needs Assessment based on
the revised projects. As part of this process the City would work to develop their Capital
Improvement Plan for 2023-2030.

If the City moves forward with updating the impact fees and the Public Facilities Needs
Assessment the money would come out of the Capital Improvement Fund. The Capital
Improvement Fund at the end of March was just over $961,000 and currently has an
unallocated balance of $511,464.

Recommendation

Approve the Ehlers proposal for $5,500 to conduct an Impact Fee Feasibility Analysis that
would begin the process of updating the City’s impact fees and the Public Facilities Needs
Assessment.

IMPACT FEE FEASIBILITY ANALYSIS

Scope of Service
Client has requested that Ehlers prepare an Impact Fee Feasibility Analysis
(“Project”). Ehlers proposes and agrees to provide the following scope of services:

1. Review the existing impact fee study and ordinance for a listing of projects to
be collected through impact fees.

2. Review available Comprehensive Land Use plans for future residential and
non-residential growth for a 20-year planning horizon. Confirm growth
projections with City staff and Engineering consultant.

3. Review the City’s long term capital improvement plan or other available
capital planning data (if available) and identify projects that preliminarily may
be impact fee eligible.

4. Meet with City staff, including applicable department heads, and the City’s
Engineer to review:

a. The projects in the existing impact fee study to see if the projects have
been completed, the updated actual or planned capital expense, and
other future projects to be included in an impact fee update.

b. Discuss the existing Administration Impact Fee and recommendations
on splitting the impact fee into the applicable impact fee categories as
allowed under State Statutes.

c. For projects in the CIP or other planning document that the City is not
currently collecting impact fees for, discuss with City staff the
possibility the implementing new impact fees.

5. After meeting with City staff, prepare a preliminary deficiency/growth analysis
for all impact fee eligible projects and identify the percentage attributable to
new growth and development in the City for each facility.

6. Prepare a memo to City staff on the feasibility on continuing to charge impact
fees for all existing fees and discuss the feasibility for imposing new impact
fees within the City.

7. If requested, attend a Council or other designated committee meeting to walk
through the findings in the memo.
